PRACTICES AND SKILLS
Grades K-2

Critical Thinking Skills- Analyzing and contemplating past, present, or future experiences and history.  To develop the ability to be able to see multiple sides and perspectives of one story. Using critical thinking skills means deciding what to do or believe.
Ability to Treat Self and Others Fairly- Treating self or others equally, justly, and respectfully.
Active Listening- Listening is an active process to hear and understand what someone is saying. To be a good listener, one must learn to empathize with the speaker(s) while trying to put oneself into another person’s place in order to understand the perspectives and stories of others.

Respect for self- Treating oneself with care, love, and appreciation, while valuing one’s unique and shared characteristics.

Respect for parents and teachers- Treating parents and teachers with care, respect, and appreciation.

Respect for others- Treating others with care, respect, and appreciation.

Self-expression- Sharing one’s thoughts, beliefs, personality, feelings, or ideas through verbal or non-verbal means, including music, painting, dance, poetry, spoken word, essays, sculpture, photography, etc.
