DEFINITIONS AND EXAMPLES OF KEY CONCEPTS

PRACTICES AND SKILLS

Grades 6-8

Citing Evidence in Support of Ideas- To express, in oral stories and written and artistic expressions, understanding of new information, experiences, and learning. 
Performing Community Service and Action- Service that is designed to assist in addressing community problems such as housing, poverty, government, recreation, employment, youth opportunities, transportation, health, and land use.  
Critical Thinking- Analyzing and contemplating past, present, or future experiences and history. To develop the ability to be able to see multiple sides and perspectives of the story. Using critical thinking skills means to decide what to do or believe.
Doing Research/ Gathering Information- To use multiple media sources to thoroughly study a human rights topic.
Examining Assumptions- An assumption is something taken for granted or accepted as true without proof.  An assumption can be a generalization based on limited experience.  
Identifying assumptions in a critical thinking skill.

Knowing Human Rights- To know the past, present, and evolving nature of human rights, as found in the International Bill of Rights, which includes the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the two International Covenants, two Optional Protocols, and other human rights standards and norms.

Sharing Learning- Communicating with other members of one’s family, class, school, or larger community through multi-media or diverse methods of expression what one has learned.
Understanding Other Points of View- Recognizing different perspectives of one experience or event.

Problem-Solving- Identifying multiple responses to an issue or dilemma and choosing a response which promotes and protects the human rights of all parties.

Conflict Resolution- Reconciling different perspectives, stories, or experiences and deciding on a response that promotes and protects the human rights of all parties.
