Who can be a Human Rights School Representative?
Human Rights School Representatives can be any of the following:

· Community Advocate

· Educational Support Professional (ESP)
· Educator or Teacher

· Human Rights Commissioner

· Parent or Guardian

· Principal
· School Board Member

· Student

What do Human Rights School Representatives do?

As a Human Rights School Representative, you are identifying yourself as an interested and committed person who is supportive of human rights in the school and surrounding community. When you register as a Human Rights School Representative, you join a network of educators and local community organizations dedicated to helping you succeed in promoting and protecting human rights in Minnesota.

What is the role of the Human Rights School Representative?
· Act as the primary liaison between your school and the University of Minnesota Human Rights Resource Center and the Minnesota Department of Human Rights on human rights initiatives. For example, when the Human Rights Resource Center wants to contact schools to follow-up with the impact of This is My Home, you will be contacted via telephone or e-mail to assist us in measuring the impact of “what works”. 
· Encourage other educators and your school community members to visit the This is My Home website and register online, building your own school network. 
· Contribute stories, short op-eds, or letters to the editor in the monthly This is My Home e-newsletter. Once the e-newsletter is received, you can advertise and/or distribute it to other educators at your school at staff meetings, through internal or personal communications, and other means.

· Identify specific human rights needs for your school, e.g., professional development initiatives, educational resources, and materials. 
· Discuss new human rights education opportunities with colleagues in order to integrate This is My Home into your school through the classroom curriculum, school assemblies, or other creative ways.
· Communicate with other Minnesota educators via the This is My Home listserv and website, e.g., sharing “what works” in classrooms and how This is My Home is being used in the classroom.
· Develop and share creative projects and learning that bring students, schools, families, and communities together in the spirit of human rights via an e-folio space on the This is My Home website or at a Human Rights Fair.
· Engage in documenting the impact of your work and improving human rights education practices in Minnesota, the U.S., and the world. The documentation process involves attending training sessions, filling out questionnaires, participating in classroom observations and peer reviews, and sharing the outcomes of this learning with other educators, students, and community partners.
