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Parent/ Guardian Guidelines

This competition involves the creation of a short (two- minute) video based on the subject of Human Rights, focusing on race, class and place disparity for the University of Minnesota Human Rights Center’s “This is My Home” project. In creating this video, the importance of creating a video which would not be illegal in nature is of paramount importance to the University. The most likely way that this could arise would be if a participant were to improperly use and incorporate a copyrighted work, in full or in part, in the video. 

Obtaining permission from copyright holders 
 Luckily, any infringement of this nature can be easily avoided. It is of paramount importance that in the making of this video, absolutely no unauthorized copyrighted material is used. This includes, but is not limited to; sound or music, film, images, photos, registered trademarks, pictorial, graphic or sculptural works. If express permission from the copyright holder has been obtained, this permission must be included with the signed consent and release form.
There are ways to incorporate works such as music into your video, the work must be in the public domain and no longer subject to copyright, or found on a site which allows legal reproduction of music. We strongly advise that if music is going to be an integral part of the entrant’s video, the search for songs is limited to this website, which will provide a list of songs which would not constitute an infringement if used in the video.

The use of degrading or humiliating scenes, images or language will also result in disqualification from the competition, as this goes against the core values of the Human Rights Center.
Respecting your right of attribution 
On signing the consent and release form, it is understood that the video entry submitted will be further disseminated on YouTube. The creator of the video will be acknowledged alongside the video, and there are three options relating to acknowledgement, contained in section 10 of the consent and release form.
